The Violence Policy Center (VPC) is a national 501(cH3) educational foundation
working to reduce firearms violence in America. The foundation of the VPC’'s
approach is the recognition that firearms violence stems not solely from criminal use,
but from the widespread marketing and distribution of an inherently dangerous
consumer product of which specific categories—such as handguns and assault
weapons—have very limited utility and inflict high costs on society in the form of
premature death and debilitating injury. Through its research and public education
activities, the VPC helps drive effective public policy while involving individuals and
organizations from affected constituencies in efforts to reduce firearms violence.
