FAITHS AND DOZENS OF COUNTRIES AND HAVE INCLUDED NOBEL PRIZE WINNERS, PHILOSOPHERS,
THEORETICAL PHYSICISTS, AND ONE CANONIZED SAINT. THROUGHOUT THE DECADES, THE PRIZE HAS
ALWAYS REFLECTED SIR JOHN'S CORE CONVICTION THAT A DEEPER LEVEL OF REALITY CAN BE ACCESSED
THROUGH RIGOROUS RESEARCH, ESPECIALLY IN THE SCIENCES. 3. INTELLECTUAL HUMILITY SUMMITONE OF
THE CENTRAL TOPICS OF INTEREST TO THE JOHN TEMPLETON FOUNDATION IS HUMILITY. SINCE 2010, THE
FOUNDATION HAS FOCUSED ITS GRANTMAKING EFFORTS ON THREE DIFFERENT TYPES OF PROJECTS: (A)
PHILOSOPHICAL INVESTIGATIONS INTO THE NATURE OF HUMILITY; (B) PSYCHOLOGICAL STUDIES RELATED

CONVENED 35 SCHOLARS AND FUNDERS TO IDENTIFY FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES THAT COULD INCREASE THE
PROMINENCE OF INTELLECTUAL HUMILITY WITHIN KEY INSTITUTIONS THAT INFLUENCE THE RISING
GENERATION OF LEADERS (E.G., K­12 EDUCATION, HIGHER EDUCATION, SOCIAL MEDIA, INSTITUTIONAL
MEDIA). THE THREE­DAY EVENT YIELDED EIGHT STRATEGIC OPPORTUNITIES, WHICH ATTENDEES OUTLINED IN
A WRITTEN DOCUMENT. EACH OF THESE OUTLINES INCLUDED A BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE OPPORTUNITY,
THE SOUGHT­AFTER IMPACT, KEY STAKEHOLDERS, CHALLENGES TO OVERCOME, AND HOW PROGRESS
WOULD BE MEASURED. THE INFORMATION IN THESE DOCUMENTS WILL INFORM FUTURE FUNDING CALLS
THROUGH OUR OPEN SUBMISSION PROCESS AS WELL AS GRANTMAKING PROJECTS THAT ARE
PROACTIVELY DEVELOPED BY THE JOHN TEMPLETON FOUNDATION STAFF.4. CHARACTER THROUGH
COMMUNITYTHE CHARACTER VIRTUE DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT AT THE JOHN TEMPLETON FOUNDATION
INVITED PROPOSALS FROM ORGANIZATIONS THAT SEEK TO STRENGTHEN THEIR UNDERSTANDING AND
PRACTICE OF CHARACTER DEVELOPMENT THROUGH COMMUNITIES OF PRACTICE. A TWO­DAY MEETING
WAS HELD TO GATHER THE AWARD WINNERS FROM THE CHARACTER THROUGH COMMUNITY (CTC)
FUNDING COMPETITION TO FACILITATE NETWORK BUILDING, PROBLEM­SOLVING, AND CROSS­PROJECT
LEARNING. THE ATTENDEES WERE ABLE TO NETWORK, ATTEND VARIOUS PRESENTATIONS, AND WERE ABLE
TO SHARE PROBLEMS OF PRACTICE. IN ADDITION, THE FOUNDATION CONTRACTED WITH A CONSULTANT TO
CONDUCT AN EVALUATION OF THE CTC GRANTMAKING INITIATIVE WHICH RESULTED IN DATA COLLECTION,
ANALYSIS, AND REPORTS THAT ARE SUITABLE FOR BOTH INTERNAL AND EXTERNAL AUDIENCES.
