ENFORCEMENT OF THE CONSERVATION INTEREST. A. MONITORING LEAD. EACH BUSINESS
UNIT WILL ESTABLISH A "MONITORING LEAD." THE MONITORING TEAM LEAD WILL BE
RESPONSIBLE FOR ENSURING THAT MONITORING IS COMPLETED AND DOCUMENTED IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SOP AND THAT VIOLATIONS ARE ADDRESSED PROMPTLY. B.
MONITORING FREQUENCY. CONSERVATION INTERESTS WILL BE MONITORED AT LEAST ONCE
EACH CALENDAR YEAR BEGINNING WITH THE CALENDAR YEAR AFTER THE CONSERVATION
INTEREST WAS OBTAINED. THE FIRST MONITORING WILL OCCUR NO MORE THAN 15 MONTHS
AFTER THE DATE THE CONSERVATION INTEREST WAS OBTAINED. IF CONSERVATION
INTEREST IS MONITORED REMOTELY, ON-THE-GROUND MONITORING MUST OCCUR AT LEAST
ONCE EVERY FIVE YEARS. C. TIME AND EXPENSE REPORTING. TO COMPLY WITH INTERNAL
REVENUE SERVICE ("IRS") REQUIREMENTS USE ACTIVITY CODE 100000 (CALLED "EASEMENT
MONITORING") TO REPORT ALL TIME AND EXPENSES SPENT ON ACTIVITIES SUCH AS
INSPECTING, MONITORING, AMENDING, INTERPRETING, RESPONDING TO LANDOWNER
REQUESTS, RESOLVING VIOLATIONS AND ENFORCING CONSERVATION INTERESTS.

THE CONSERVATION INTEREST AS ONE OF THE FOLLOWING: 1. IN COMPLIANCE, 2. IN
REVIEW, 3. IN VIOLATION. F. IF THE CONSERVATION INTEREST HAS BEEN CLASSIFIED AS "IN
VIOLATION," THE BU, IN CONSULTATION WITH A TNC ATTORNEY, WILL SEEK VOLUNTARY
RESOLUTION OF VIOLATIONS BY THE LANDOWNER OR THIRD-PARTY VIOLATOR. ANY
VOLUNTARY RESOLUTION MUST MEET ALL OF THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA, DETERMINED BY
THE BU IN CONSULTATION WITH A TNC ATTORNEY. I. THE VIOLATION HAS BEEN STOPPED OR
WILL BE STOPPING IN A TIMELY MANNER; AND II. EITHER: (A) THE VIOLATION HAS NOT
RESULTED AND WILL NOT RESULT IN LASTING IMPACTS TO THE CONSERVATION INTEREST'S
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CONSERVATION PURPOSE OR CONSERVATION VALUES AS DEFINED IN THE CONSERVATION
INTEREST OR BASELINE OR (B) ANY LASTING IMPACTS TO THE CONSERVATION INTEREST'S
CONSERVATION PURPOSE OR CONSERVATION VALUES WILL BE REMEDIATED OR IF
REMEDIATION IS IMPOSSIBLE OR IMPRACTICABLE, THE BU HAS IDENTIFED ANOTHER
APPROPRIATE RESOLUTION; AND III. THE RESOLUTION IS IN WRITING AND, IF POSSIBLE,
SIGNED BY THE LANDOWNER OR THE THIRD-PARTY VIOLATOR, WITH A SCHEDULE AND
DEADLINE FOR COMPLETION; AND IV. THE RESOLUTION WILL NOT RESULT IN ADVERSE
PRECEDENT FOR FUTURE TNC ACTION; AND V. THE RESOLUTION WILL NOT RESULT IN
PRIVATE INUREMENT OR IMPERMISSIBLE PRIVATE BENEFIT TO THE LANDOWNER OR THIRD-
PARTY VIOLATOR. THE TERMS OF ANY VOLUNTARY RESOLUTION WILL BE DEVELOPED BY THE
MONITORING LEAD AND A TNC ATTORNEY AND APPROVED BY THE BU DIRECTOR. ONCE
VOLUNTARY RESOLTUION HAS BEEN SATISFACTORILY COMPLETED, THE CONSERVATION
INTEREST WILL BE RECLASSIFIED AS "IN COMPLIANCE." IF VOLUNTARY RESOLUTION IS NOT
ACHIEVED, THE CONSERVATION INTEREST MUST REMAIN CLASSIFIED AS "IN VIOLATION
AND THE BU MUST DETERMINE TNC'S NEXT STEPS, IN CONSULTATION WITH A TNC
ATTORNEY, INCLUDING WHETHER COMMENCING LITIGATION IS APPROPRIATE, TAKING INTO
ACCOUNT APPLICABLE STATUTES OF LIMITATION AND TNC'S USE OF OUTSIDE COUNSEL
AND LITIGATION SOP.
